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Subj:  MARINE CORPS POLICY AND PROCEDURES FOR CLASS V(W) 

       MATERIEL (PEACETIME)

Encl:  (1) Information and Instructions

1.  Purpose.  To promulgate peacetime Class V(W) materiel policy and procedures for all activities, units and detachments of the Marine Corps.

2.  Cancellation.  MCO P8011.4H, all letters and messages originating from the Commandant of the Marine Corps and the Commanding General, Marine Corps Combat Development Command dated prior to this Order which authorize allowances of Class V(W) materiel, with one exception, MCBul 8011.

3.  Background.  The Marine Corps Table of Allowances for Class V(W) Material (Peacetime) MCO P8011.4H will be replaced by MCO 8011.4J and MCBul 8011.

4.  Information.  The needs and requirements of the Marine Corps change based on new equipment, tactics, technology and the integration/implementation of simulation.  Therefore, to keep pace with these changes, the Table of Allowances previously contained in MCO P8011.4H will be published annually in MCBul 8011.  Allowances prescribed in the MCBul 8011 are the maximum allowances for a fiscal year.  The MCBul 8011 will be cited as the sole authority for the requisition, possession and expenditure of Class V(W) materiel except for approved special allowances.  

5.  Summary of Revision
    a.  Chapter 3, Table of Annual Allowances has been removed.

    b.  Class V(W) policies and procedures are promulgated in this Order.

    c.  Weapon and ammunition associations have been removed from this Order, and incorporated into the MCBul 8011.

    d.  Ammunition not expended during one fiscal year may now be carried forward to the following fiscal year when requested.

    e.  A conceptual premise for use of simulators and simulation is introduced, and where available, its use is directed, consistent with the provisions of published Individual Training Standards (ITS) and Training &Readiness (T&R) manuals.

    f.  Inerting and displaying of ammunition.  COMMARFORs and CGs of Supporting Establishments are authorized to approve inerting of ammunition for training purposes by Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) personnel and the displaying of inerted ammunition.  No ammunition or explosive item shall be inerted for the sole purpose of display.

6.  Recommendations.  Recommendations concerning the policy and procedures established by this Order will be submitted to the Commanding General, Marine Corps Combat Development Command       (C 465RA2) via the appropriate chain of command.

7.  Certification.  Reviewed and approved this date.

1.  
Scope
    a.  The Commanding General, Marine Corps Combat Development Command (MCCDC) is responsible for establishing Class V(W) planning factors for warfighting, and allowances for peacetime, (i.e., training and security use).  Within MCCDC these functions are further broken down as follows:



        (1) Warfighting.  Combat Planning Factors (CPFs) for warfighting are established by the Requirements Division and are published in MCO 8010.1.  The address for correspondence is:

    b.  The Commander, Marine Corps Systems Command (COMMARCORSYSCOM), Program Manager for Ammunition, is responsible for the supply, logistical, and safety functions associated with Class V(W).  The address for correspondence is:

    c.  All references herein to CG MCCDC refer to CG MCCDC (C 465RA2), unless otherwise specified.  All references to COMMARCORSYSCOM refer to the MARCORSYSCOM (AM), unless otherwise specified.

2.  
Instructions 


    a.
  General Information


        
(1) Increasing requirements, unit cost, and diminished funding demand that ammunition be controlled, managed, and used effectively and efficiently.


        (2) The transportation, receipt, issue and maintenance of ammunition is resourced with Operations and Maintenance, Marine Corps (O&M, MC) funds.  Ammunition is centrally programmed and procured using Procurement Ammunition, Navy and Marine Corps (PANMC) funds.  As such, Commanders have no direct programming and budgeting responsibility for Class V(W) training ammunition.  However, it is incumbent on each Commander to responsibly manage those training ammunition resources allocated to meet their training requirements.


        (3) Allowances promuglated in MCBul 8011 are based on Individual Training Standards (ITS), Mission Performance Standards (MPS), Plans of Instruction or Course Descriptive Data (POI/CDD), current tables of organization (T/O) and equipment (T/E) and, in rare instances, previously established allowances.


        (4) Ammunition will be handled per existing safety procedures; see MCO 8020.10, MCO P3570.1 and NAVSEA OP 5 Volume 1.









        (5) Creation of unserviceable ammunition can be minimized by:






             (a) Requisitioning and unpacking only what is required.






             (b) Retention and control of packaging materials to enable repack of items which have been prepared for use but cannot be used due to range cancellations, weather, weapon or transportation failures, etc.

3.
  Management and Control

    a.  Ammunition expended for demonstrations, family days, open house or in preparation thereof will be minimized.  In most cases, requests for special allowances, or for reimbursement of annual allowances expended for such purposes, will not be considered.

  
  b.  Ammunition will not be reported as expended that has not been expended.  Improper or unauthorized storage or use of ammunition violates safety principles, exposes personnel and property to undue risk, and will not be tolerated.


    c.  Security ammunition, and other ammunition held by using units as organic property will be strictly accounted for in accordance with MCO P4400.150_.


    d.  MCO P3570.1_ requires that ammunition intended for overhead fire be approved for such use.  Ammunition  certified as "CLEARED FOR OVERHEAD FIRE" must only be requisitioned when required to satisfy this requirement.  The ammunition distribution system cannot provide cleared ammunition for all training exercises.  Users must coordinate with range control to determine when/if cleared ammunition is required.


    e.  Purchase of Class V(W) with appropriated funds below MARCORSYSCOM level is prohibited, except as authorized in this Order.  Special authority exists for the CO, Weapons Training Battalion, MCCDC, Quantico, VA to purchase match/commercial ammunition and components for Marine Corps marksmanship competition using PANMC funds which are provided by COMMARCORSYSCOM PM Ammunition.


    f.  Historically, training ammunition resources not expended during any given fiscal year were considered "lost" by ammunition users.  At times, this practice resulted in abnormally high expenditures at year end that may not have provided the greatest training value for each round fired.  In order to preclude this from occurring in the future, and to provide Commanders a more efficient method of planning ammunition expenditures, ammunition not expended during one fiscal year may now be carried forward to the following fiscal year when requested and justification is provided.  Requests to roll over unexpended ammunition from one Fiscal Year (FY) to the next must be submitted, via the chain of command, to the respective Commander, Marine Forces or CG Supporting Establishments for consolidation and submission to CG MCCDC.  All requests for roll over will be approved by CG MCCDC and COMMARCORSYSCOM.    


    g.  Training ammunition and simulation will be utilized to attain approved Marine Corps training standards.  These are contained in:

     
   (1) Individual Training Standards (ITS), MCO 1510 series.

       
 (2) Marine Corps Combat Readiness Evaluation System (MCCRES) documents containing MPS, MCO 3501 series.

     
   (3) Weapons Drill Guide.

     
   (4) Battle Drill Guide.



    h.  Security ammunition held by units may be rotated on a reasonable periodic basis to minimize incidental damage that occurs in routine 
handling.  Security ammunition being replaced (and which is otherwise serviceable) may be 
expended as training assets and will be chargeable against annual training allowances.  Units may not exceed their total annual allowance in this manner without specific authorization from appropriate authority.  Except where specifically identified in the MCBul 8011, security allowances will be determined by the commander.  
Ammunition assets held for security purposes will be protected per OPNAVINST 5530.13 (Physical 
Security of Arms, Ammunition, and Explosives), stored in accordance with MCO 8020.10 and accounted for per MCO P4400.150.

4.  
Available Supply Rates

    a.  From time to time, the COMMARCORSYSCOM, in conjunction with the CG MCCDC, publishes 
Available Supply Rates (ASR's) for certain DODIC's which are in short supply.  ASR's are a management tool designed to temporarily constrain consumption when the availability of serviceable assets in the inventory are limited and do not adequately support the Total Munitions Requirement.  For example, for a DODIC with an ASR of 100 percent, a unit may draw 100 percent of its allocation.  For a DODIC with an ASR of 50 percent, the unit is restricted to drawing only 50 percent of that units allocation.  Occasionally an ASR message is released after the annual allowances are published, in this event previously published allowances are revised as indicated.


    b.  Upon receipt of an ASR message, commanders must adjust their annual allowances, in conjunction with monitoring requisitions and unit expenditures.  Requisitions submitted to the supporting Ammunition Supply Point (ASP) should already reflect adjusted quantities based on the current ASR.     

5.  
Changes to Authorized Allowance.  Requests for permanent change to authorized allowances will be based on changes to force structure, approved training standards, or Course Descriptive Data (CDD).  Requests for allowance changes which are not Standards-based or contained in the various CDD must include full justification for the proposed 
allowance change.  Allowance change requests should be submitted utilizing the format contained in Appendix B and should be forwarded through the chain of command to CG MCCDC (C 465RA2).

6.  Special Allowances and Exception Reporting 

    a.  Special Allowances are designed to off-set emergent, one-time, nonrecurring Class V requirements that are unsupportable by the requesting unit.  Commanders at all echelons will reallocate allowances under control of the command prior to requesting a special allowance.  When all other options have been exhausted, requests for special allowances should be submitted in accordance with Appendix C to CG MCCDC (C 465RA2). 



    b.  Special Allowances.  Typically, special allowances have been requested by commands requiring additional ammunition assets to conduct training when their annual allowance did not provide the assets required.  In most cases these requests for special allowances were approved if sufficient assets were available in the inventory.  As inventory levels continue to decline, special allowance requests will no longer be routinely supported.  Special allowance requests will only be considered after local units, like units, and all others in the chain of 
command have determined that the requirement cannot be supported.  Special allowances require endorsement by the respective Commander, Marine 
Forces or the CG of the Supporting Establishments prior to consideration by CG MCCDC.  Due to this new endorsement requirement it is recommended that commands 
establish local ammunition allocation redistribution procedures  to facilitate the timely 
support of special allowances.


    c.  Expenditure Reports.  Expenditure reports are due to CG MCCDC within 15 working days after the end of the fiscal year and 30 days of completion of a training event when a special allowance has been received.  CG MCCDC publishes specific guidance (Naval message) on expenditure report requirements prior to the end of each fiscal year and with each special allowance approval.  Procedures for the tracking of expenditures should support the allocation process by organization/activity.


    d.  Exception Reporting.  The purpose of exception reporting is to provide commanders the opportunity to substantiate, validate and document those cases where ammunition allowances are not expended 
during a fiscal year.  It is envisioned that between 10 and 20 percent of the prescribed allowance may not be expended in a given fiscal year.  In those cases, no report is required to preserve allowance levels.  If annual expenditures are reduced/limited to less than 80 percent during a specific fiscal year due to local temporary restrictions or abnormal operational requirements, exception reports provide CG MCCDC the opportunity to normalize annual expenditures and ensure future years availability of those assets not expended.  Examples of exception reporting criteria include (but are not limited to):

        
(1) Long term range closure/repair that has prevented firing of specific ammunition items.

    
    (2) Nonavailability of ammunition assets.  Provide this information only if authorized 
allowances were not locally available for use (including ASR restrictions).

    
    (3) Operational tempo impact.  Extended unplanned deployments that result in less than 80 percent ammunition consumption for previous fiscal year.

    
    (4) Exception reports are not mandatory.  However, non expenditure of ammunition allowances 
without detailed exception report data will result in ammunition realignment to other ammunition users.

    
    (5) Exception reports, when submitted, must quantify the types and amounts of ammunition that were not expended, identify range number(s) that were closed, and deployment dates.

7.  Simulation

    a.  Simulation will be an integral part of our institutional and sustainment training development, embedded in the core concepts detailed in the Commandant's Planning Guidance (CPG).  As such, cultural precepts underlying our training programs must shift from ones that support full live-fire training, to ones that promote a philosophy of, "...train to standard on simulators; validate skills with live fire."



        (1) Where simulation/simulators are available, such as the Indoor Simulated Marksmanship Trainer - (ISMT), and standards have been updated to integrate simulation as part of overall training for a given task, the use of simulators is directed, consistent with the provisions of published Individual Training Standards (ITS).

    

    (2) Modern training devices and simulators offer considerable benefits.  Application of training devices, simulators and simulation technologies are well suited to the achievement of individual and collective Marine Corps training standards.  The Marine Corps will use training devices, simulators and simulation technologies to achieve the following four goals:

       
     (a) To improve and enhance training opportunities.

       
     (b) To provide detailed performance feedback.

       
     (c) To achieve an effective high fidelity complement to live-fire training.

       
     (d) To conserve PANMC and O&MC resources associated with live-fire of high cost weapon systems.

        (3) Until simulators (existing and planned) are fully available, some live-fire requirements that could be satisfied with simulation will necessarily continue.  As simulators are fielded, allowances will be adjusted to recognize availability of those technologies.

    
b.  Marine Corps training devices and simulators will provide the opportunity to train within a broad scope of scenarios, including those that are impossible, too difficult, or too costly to replicate.  Situations that present an unacceptable risk level can be readily duplicated with a device or simulator and then repeated as necessary to achieve acceptable skill level without endangering personnel or risking high cost, complex equipment.  This is accomplished using institutional, appended, and deployable training devices and simulators.

8.  Definitions

    a.  Dummy.  Dummy ammunition is made for preliminary training, function testing of weapons, individual and crew-served weapons drills and for school use.  It contains no type of explosive charge and is completely safe to use and to store.  Dummy Ammunition is non-expendable, and should only be replaced when worn out.


    b.  Inert.  A replica device designed for training purposes which is without any type of explosive charge and is completely safe to use and to store.  Inert ammunition is non-expendable, and should only be replaced when worn out.

9.  Inerting and Displaying of Ammunition

    a.  Commander Marine Forces and CG of Supporting Establishments are authorized to approve the inerting of ammunition for training purposes by EOD personnel and the displaying of inert ammunition.  However, no ammunition or explosive item will be inerted for the sole purpose of display.  Additionally, inerting of any type munitions must be performed in accordance with current EOD publications, instructions, and policies. 


    b.  No ammunition item/device, whether inert, practice, service (live), or any component thereof will be inerted or used for display without the prior approval of Commander Marine Forces or CG of Supporting Establishments.  When approved, EOD personnel will inert or inspect, mark and then permanently record these actions. This does not modify existing regulations that permit authorized EOD technicians to maintain technical proficiency in training with live ordnance.


    c.  Ammunition items or devices that have been inerted for training purposes, including those items/devices authorized for display, will be clearly marked at all times per OPNAVINST 8023.13_.

10.  NOTES

     a.  TOW training missiles are allocated for the primary purpose of training operators.  Whenever possible, demonstration firings shall be conducted in conjunction with scheduled training and requalification firings.  Requests for demonstration firing of live missiles must be approved by the Marine Corps Combat Development Command (C 465RA2).

     b.  The conduct of live fire training continues to be affected by environmental pressures.  A significant number of Marine Corps ranges are further affected by restrictions brought on by increased fire hazards.  To increase training efficiency, by allowing continued training during extremely dry conditions, machinegun ammunition without tracer rounds is authorized as a substitute for machinegun ammunition with tracer rounds, as indicated below, on the following percentage of annual allowances:

     c.  DoDIC's L505, L506, L507, L508 and L509 are not stocked or procured by the Marine Corps.  These items are used as emergency warning devices on highways and for the purposes cited in paragraphs 6.1 and 6.2 of TM 9-1370-200.  Units/commands requiring fusees are authorized to procure them from local commercial sources.  The current CSA Federal supply catalog lists two types of commercial 15-minute burning time fusees under NSN's 1370-00-763-9548 and 1370-00-800-9973.

     d.  Cartridge 7.62mm Blank (DoDIC's A112) is authorized for ceremonial use with the M14 Rifle for units so equipped.  Cartridge 75mm Blank (DoDIC C025) is authorized for use only at Camp H.M. Smith or other Oahu locations as designated by  Commander Marine Forces Pacific.  Cartridge 40mm Blank (DoDIC B550), a low 50 Gram charge round, is especially fabricated for use by MarBks, 8th and I, Washington, DC and Headquarters and Service Battalion, Fleet Marine Forces Pacific (FMFPAC), Camp H.M. Smith, HI.  Cartridge Caliber .30 Blank (DoDIC A222) is also authorized only for MarBks, 8th and I.  All other activities involved in ceremonial saluting will use the high 200 Gram charge round, Cartridge 40mm Blank (DoDIC B650).  

     e.  OPNAVINST 5060.5 contains the designation of saluting ships and stations.  The following U.S. Marine Corps activities are designated as saluting stations:

    1/ A special 40mm Blank Saluting Cartridge with 50 Grain charge, DoDIC B550, is used by this activity.

    2/ 75mm pack howitzers are used by this activity.  Cartridge 75mm Blank Model M337A2, DoDIC C025.

    The above addressees are required to update their projected annual requirements for saluting ammunition by submitting expenditure reports to CG, MCCDC (C 465RA2) not later than 15 October of each fiscal year.

    f.  Charge Demolition 1 1/4-Lb Comp C4 Block (DoDIC M023) is authorized for use as a substitute for Charge Assembly Demolition M183 (DoDIC M757), which contains 16 M112 1 1/4-Lb Comp C4 Blocks.  Accordingly, substitution of 16 DoDIC M023's for 1 DoDIC M757 is authorized.

    g.  Charge Propelling M119 (DoDIC D533) is not authorized for use with the Projectile 155mm HE RA TNT M549A1 (DoDIC D579).  However, the Charge Propelling M119A1 and M119A2 (also DoDIC D533) are authorized for use with the M549A1 HE RA round and all other rounds.

    h.  Practice TOW missiles (DoDIC PB99) are only authorized for firing on moving target ranges where use of HEAT warheads would destroy the target system.  When practice missiles are not specifically required, requisition the HEAT model as a substitute on a one for one replacement basis.

    i.  Ctg 12 Gage 00 Buckshot (DoDIC A011) will not be issued to support training and familiarization firing allowances when sufficient assets of DoDIC's A014 and A017 are available.  When all stocks of DoDIC's A014 and A017 have been exhausted, then DoDIC A011 is authorized for issue.  This note does not pertain to security allowances.
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
